e Bleachers, a batting cage and partial funding of safety fencing at the new ball field at
Sweden Town Park and a large donation for the Skate Board Park.

e Supports the Brockport Toy Shelf

e The Brockport Central School “Walk to School” program

e The Cool Kids Program, especially the Friday Summer program
e Extrication equipment for the Brockport Fire Department

The Sweden Senior Singers will use their share of Duck Derby profits for:

e New music
e Musical Director stipend
e Misc. costs to support its free concerts throughout the year in the local community.
